Market Insights

The picture below tells pretty much the whole story. The bad story as well as the good story. The
risks we spoke about over the past several months have finally come to the forefront. It is because of the
risks of adecline we have held a sizeable cash position in our managed accounts for some time.

The market in alittle over 5 weeks has declined to the price level it was 15 months ago. While the
market may continue to decline to the level illustrated below as SUPPORT ZONE 2, most of our investment
models and indicators suggest the correction has pretty much run its course. Okay, now we have the bad
news out of the way.

The good newsisthat in the past 2 years the market has had 3 other corrections very similar to this
one. Each of these previous declines have been considered intermediate term corrections as we believe this
oneis. As shown below, each decline has ended with about the same magnitude of loss. Also important is
that each decline has ended with our indicator (called an MACD) at the bottom of the graph turning up at or
near the green horizontal line. While the indicator has yet to turn up, we would expect it to do so in the days
ahead if thisis going to be a similar buying opportunity to those three other times since 2004.

So let’srecap. We saw increased risk in the market so we reduced our holdings months ago. We have
now corrected to alevel that likely will provide a great buying opportunity for us to become fully invested
once again. When we get fully invested again we will be expecting very attractive returns in the months that
follow. HOWEVER, if our indicators do not quickly improve we will take further protective steps by moving
more, and possibly all of, our portfolios to cash since the next real support is 5-7% lower.
