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Market Insights

� In May of this year when the popular market averages hit their high for the year, we were 
reducing our holdings out of concern for a decline. That decline occurred in 6 weeks during May 
and June wiping out 6 months of advance. That correction stopped at two important support 
levels illustrated in the chart below by the long term up trending channel S2 and the horizontal 
support level S3.  
 We reduced our exposure to stocks in anticipation of the moderate decline we got but 
we held on to some of our stock holdings in the expectation that these important long term 
support levels would hold – which they have so far. The reason we have not once again moved 
back into stocks is that prices have advanced off the June low, but after repeated attempts to 
move above the resistance level R1, stocks have failed to demonstrate enough strength to 
suggest higher prices are likely in the immediate future. 
 Therefore, we remain partially invested and will remain so until stocks either move up 
through the R1 resistance level or threaten moving below the support levels S2 and S3. 
 

 
 
 The lower portion of the chart above shows one of our indicators commonly referred to 
as an MACD trend indicator. Readings above the ZERO LINE indicate an up trend and readings 
below the ZERO LINE suggest a down trend. Worth noting is the current reading above the 
ZERO LINE and above its up trend line M2. These are both positive indications we are in an up 
trend and support our moderate position in equities. What we are paying particularly close 
attention to now is the fact that the current reading has been unable to move above resistance 
at the horizontal red resistance line. And, until it does so, we are unlikely to substantially 
increase our equity exposure.
